Pumiselect® is a selection of Prunus pumila that has shown superior qualities in 
German trials for many years.  The selection was made by, Dr. Helmut Jacob at 
the Research Station in Geisenheim, Germany in 1973.  The first trials occurred 
from 1986 to 1995.  
 

*30% reduction in tree size compared to Nemaguard & Lovell. 
*No reduction of fruit size. 
*Yield efficiency with Red Haven peach was increased 52%. 
*Compatible with peaches and nectarines and apricots. 
*Brittle rootstock shank. 
*Very cold tolerant. (much more than Nemaguard) 
*Very drought tolerant. 
*Excellent early yields. 
*Poor root anchorage.
